Nastan allt kan piratkopieras

Ordet counterfeit eller piratkopiering far nog
manga att tanka pa klader eller CD-skivor
inhandlade i ndgot fjarran land fér en mindre
summa pengar. Men ingen hade nog kunnat
forestalla sig att lastpallar, &pplen och injek-
tionssprutor ocksa skulle bli foremal for om-
fattande piratkopiering. Att piratkopierade
varor finns i mycket stor utstrackning aven i
Sverige ar nog ocksa en nyhet for de flesta.
En enkel regel betréaffande piratkopiering ar
att om det finns en marknad for original-
produkten &ar risken stor att det ocksa finns
eller kommer att finnas en marknad for
plagiatet.

Det ar darfor viktigt att ta tag i problemet
och agera mot dessa aktoérer som inte spelar
ett rent spel. Risken ar annars stor att
foretaget forlorar viktiga marknadsandelar
eller att varumarket utvattnas och pa sikt
forlorar sitt varde.

The trade in counterfeit products represents approximately five per cent of

world trade, and almost everyone has come into contact with counterfeits at

some time, probably even without knowing it.

Almost anything can be counterfeited

The term “counterfeit” conjures up an image
for most people of counterfeit clothes or CDs
purchased abroad. However, the counter-
feiting industry has a much wider scope than
just these traditional products and includes
for example such things as loading pallets,
apples, brake blocks and medical needles.
Furthermore the problem with counterfeit is
also prevalent in Sweden. The rule of thumb
is that if there is a market for the original
product, then the risk is that there is or will
be a market for the counterfeit products as
well.

Prevent counterfeits from reaching the
market

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Counterfeit is unfair competition

The counterfeiting of products may lead to a
fall in turnover and loss of market share
which the company (the trademark or brand
owner) has invested significant resources in
building up. As succeeding in business
today’s market is already more than hard
enough as it is, it is essential not to lose
important market shares to other actors as a
result of unfair competition. The companies
producing counterfeit products often have
very low production costs, and often pay no
taxes and thus as a consequence have very
high profit margins.

Risk of losing market shares

It is important to face the problem of
counterfeiting at an early point and to
consistently take action to prevent counterfeit
products from reaching the market. If
counterfeiting is not effectively pursued, the
IPR owner will not only be faced with a fall in
turnover and loss of market shares, but also
a loss of confidence among the public since
counterfeit products are often of poor quality.
